PRIVATE FULL DAY PENINSULA TOUR

Travel along Atlantic seaboard, passing Sea Point, Bantry Bay and Clifton. View the Twelve Apostles
along the Atlantic coast of Table Mountain, and the beach of Camps Bay. Continue along VictoriaDri ve
past Bakoven and Llandudno to Hout Bay. Board a boat to see the Cape Fur Seals on Duiker Island.

Drive along Chapmans Peak Drive, one of the finest scenic coastal drivesin theworld. View Long Beach
and Noordhoek. Continue to Kommetjie and Scarboro ugh. Enter the Cape of Good Hope Nature Reserve
and continue by road to Olifants Bay.

Visit the endemic bontebok in the reserve. Have lunch at a coastd restaurant. Explore the rocky coastline
and fynbos with the possihility to see the African black oystercatchers, avocets, cape sugarbird, protea
canary aswell as various sunbirds. Drive to thetip of the Cape Peninsula and visit the lighthouse.
Continue to the Cape of Good Hope, the most south western point of the African continent. Continue to
Boulders Beach to study the African Penguin. Drive through the historic naval town of Simon [$ Town, to
Fish Hoek. Returnto Cape Town over Boyes Drive viewing Kalk Bay, St James and Muizenberg.

Have afull day to explore the Peninsula and sea kayak to see the
penguins and awalk at Cape Point.

Drive from the city to Simon[$ Town where you meet up with a
sea-kayaking guide for a safety briefing and gear up for acouple
of hours of easy paddling in twin kayaks along the False Bay
coast. Paddleto Boulders beach where the colony of African
Penguins live and have an opportunity to view them from the
ocean asthey swim around in thisquaint littlecove. Weleave
the kayaks on the beach at Seaforth and have lunch at a seafood
restaurant. From here drive into the Cape of Good Hope Nature Reserve and take a drive off the main
road to the untouched area of Olifants Bay. Thereisaherd of endemic bontebok living on this side of the
reserve and you have the possibility of seeing them on the beach and in the surrounding [flynbosl,Jour
magnificent indigenous floral vegetation with flowering species throughout the year. Driveto thetip of
the Cape Peninsula and walk to the lighthouse at Cape Point with its beautiful views overlooking False
Bay, so named as the early navigators thought they had put into Table Bay! The walk continues along a
boardwalk along this spectacular coastline where you are met by our guide for the drive back to the city.

From here, visit the historic naval village of Simonstown, stopping at famous
Boulders Beach for another [dreatu re close-upCivith a colony of African penguins. After lunch at one of
False Bay(Stypical seafood restaurants, drive along the rocky coast into the Cape of Good Hope National
Park to view itsrich faunaand flora. Y ou will have the chance to see species like Cape mountain zebra,
eland and bontebok. Thenit ison to Cape Point, with aclimb to its lighthouse for a photo op from
Africals rugged westernmost tip, legendary among seafarers. Leave the reserve, passing the Capels
longest beach at Noordhoek and head over the dizzying heights of Chapman(s Peak Drive, one of the
most spectacular coastal passesin the world. On to the fishing hamlet of Hout Bay and along the Atlantic
Seabord, passing through Camps Bay and Bantry Bay enroute back to the city. From Juneto November,
Southern Right Whales can often be seen just offshore from the road.

Return to the city viaBo -Kaap, the Cape Malay quarter, and walk
through Government Avenue. It is home to the South African Museum, Cultural History Museum, House
of Parliament, National Gallery and St Georgels Cathedral.

Drive to the castle (the oldest building in the
country) with a beautiful collection of old Cape paintings. It is home to the Western Cape command and
you see the Grande Parade where Nelson Mandela spoke after his releasein 1990.

Visit the District Six Museum, containing memorabilia from former residents of the area. Y ou then drive
to Kirstenbosch Botanical Gardens, situated on the dopes of Table Mountain, one of the world's great
botanical gardens. Have lunch at the Silvertree Restaurant in the gardens. It contains a unigue collection
of southern African plants and the garden is one of the few in the world which is devoted to indigenous
plants. The gardens have a magnificent collection of fynbos speciesand in springtime between July and
September, large areas of the gardens are ablaze with color. Return to the city in the late afternoon

Heritage site, Robben Island - a prison for some 450 years for daves, exiled Eastern princes, lepers, the
insane and those punished for resisting oppressive rule, among t hem, Nelson Mandela. Thetour, led by
guides (some of whom who were political prisoners) includes avisit to the Prison Block and the infamous
Limestone Quarry.

Return to the Waterfront, where you will meet your guide and continue to District Six, a once vibrant city
suburb that today stands empty, thanks to t he forced removal of some 60 000 residents, and demolition of
their homes during the height of the Apartheid era. Drive across the Cape Flats, where the non -white
inhabitants of District Six and other areas were placed - segregated by color, religion and ethnic
background.

Enjoy lunch in atownship at alocal restaurant, sampling typical African food and hospitality in an
authentic setting.  You will also travel to New Hopeland the township of Khayelitshato visit Vivian(s
Iliso Care Center. The main objectives of the center are to fight poverty, encourage community
empowerment, organize workshops for youth, provide safety and care for orphansand children.
Accompanied by your local guide you will have the opportunity to meet people from its community .
Return to your hotel late in the afternoon.

Depart the city for the Lower Cableway Station to board the revolving cable car for a5-minute ride to the
top of Table Mountain. 1036 meters above sealevel, it affords bird(s eye views of both city and
Peninsula as you walk its summit (weather permitting). Return to the city viathe old Cape Malay Quarter
for awalk through the Company Gardens, a fresh produce garden for visiting ships from the mid 17 ™
century and home to the Cultural History Museum, Houses of Parliament, National Gallery, South Africa
Museum and Cape TownIs Jewish Campus. The South Africa n Jewish Museum, opened by Nelson
Mandelain 2000 is situated on the heritage site of the Gardens Synagogue, built in 1863 , and houses the
Cape Town Holocaust Center and Gitlin Library. Enjoy lunch at the trendy Kosher Café Riteve and
browse the delightful Museum shop before exploring this high-tech museum, whose interactive,
audio/visua exhibits narrate the story of South Africa Jewry fromits early beginnings. The Cape Town
Holocaust Center, thefirst in Africa, exploresracial and religious intolerance, ideological confl ict and
persecution, echoing the human rights abuses of Apartheid. You will aso visit the Great Synagogue,
consecrated in 1905.

17/18"™ century Cape style as we explore Dorp Street, the museum and the galleries and shops of this
university town before returning to the city.

DYER ISLAND BIG S[BOAT RIDE INCLUDING WHALE WATCHING

You will be privately transferred from your Cape Town Hotel (2 hours by road) to Gansbaai near
Hermanus for an introduction boat ride to the Marine "Big Five'. Board a"rubber-duck” (Zodiac) boat
trip in Klein Bay on which one can see Southern-right whales, Bottle-nosed dolphin, Cape fur seal,
African penguin and maybe a Great White Shark (when you visit with the Shark Dive boats)!

Your boat ride visit will include Dyer Island which is 5 miles (8 km) offshore, near the village of
Gansbaai at the southern tip of Africa. Nearby, Geyser Rock supports a colony of 40,000 Cape Fur
Sedls....these guys are the reason the Great Whites stay here.  Shark Alley isthe channel between the 2
islands, and is protected from the worst of the Southern Atlanticls westher. Theislands and Shark Alley
itself are teeming with life. Cape Fur Seals, Jackass Penguins, and awide variety of seabirds are
commonly seen from the boat. From July to November, Southern Right Whales are spotted almost every
day aswell. Boat trip lasts 2 to 3 hrs.

GANSBAAI- SHARK DIVING TOUR

Scheduled transfer from your Cape Town Hotel (2 hours by road) for your shark diving excursion off
Ganshaai, organi zed by Marine Dynamics. Approx. 7 miles offshore from Gansbaai, you find two islands
situated next to each other. Due to a number of geographical reasons < oneis the shallow and narrow
channel that runs between these two islands. Dyer Island has become known as one of the best areasin
the world from which to view the great white shark. Other wildlife species such as Cape fur seals, Cape
gannets, Cape cormorants, jackass penguins, whales and dolphins are likely to be sighted.

Y ou make use of a specially designed secure two-man cage, which floats on the surface with our divers
no more than 1m below the surface. Guests do not need dive experience to be alowed in the cage. There
is the opportunity to watch the sharks feeding from the safety of the boat, where photographs and video
footage may be captured, at close range. The boat is apowerful 26 ft deep -sea cabin cruiser, fully
licensed to South African safety standards. With a cabin, private toilet, beds, fresh drinking water and top
fly-bridge for photography, thisisagreat way to visit the sharks! Underwater video -camerahireis
available. The boat trip is4 to 5 hours. Return to your hotel in Cape Town.

PRIVATE FULL DAY PELAGIC BIRDING CRUISE

Depart the city early this morning for Simonstown harbor to meet your birding guide and board a boat at
sunrise. Head out along False Bay and into the Atlantic some 20 -30 miles off Cape Point in search of
trawlers that fish these waters < amagnet for many bird species. The coastal area around this Peninsula
offers some of the world(s best pelagic birding, thanks to the coasts(two prevailing currents, the cold
plankton-rich Benguela Current and the warm Agulhas Current which brings tropical marine species.
Both currents help provide a veritable buffet for seabirds. Some of the birds you may see are the
following: White-chinned Petrel, Sooty Shearwater, Cape Gannet, Sub-Antarctic Skua, Wilson[s Storm
Petrel and four species of Albatross. Species vary slightly during the winter and summer seasons. Light
snacks and refreshments are served on board the boar, which is custom -built for birding activities, ideal
for photography, filming and surface observation. (Note: warm clothes and binoculars are essential.)

HIKING TABLE MOUNTAIN PARK

Today you will be transferred for your guided hike to the top of Table Mountain and/or around Lion[s
Head. South Africa's world -renowned icon, the beloved Table Mountain, was given National Park status
in May 1998. This alows for the application of the Table Mountain Park to be declared a World Heritage
Site (there are 440 natural and cultural heritage sites worldwide). The summit of Cape Town'sworld-
famous landmark is 1 086m/3200ft above sealevel. The new national park stretches from Signal Hill to
Cape Point with a staggering 2,285 plant speciesin the relatively small 870 square mile sin area. There
are anumber of species found nowhere else in the world, including the endangered Table Mountain ghost
frog, the Table Mountain beauty (butterfly) and the well -known silver tree.

Table Mountain Hike - 5to 6 hours [OM oder ate to strenuous hiking

You will hike up the eastern flank of Table Mountain from the Kirstenbosch Botanical Gardens with
spectacular views over False Bay and the Cape Flats. Cross the Table to Maclear[s Beacon where you
have a wonderful vista of Table Bay and the city. Descend from the Mountain by the cableway, or by the
Platteklip Gorge path. The walk will be an introduction to the wonders of the [flynbos[the indigenous

flora of the Cape Floral Kingdom. The Cape Fynbos (Heathland) is the smallest of the six plant kingdo ms
of theworld. It only covers.04% of the world(s |and surface, and hosts some 8,600 species of flowering
plants, amost 70% of these being endemic. To put thisinto perspective, the British Isles, three and a half
times larger, have only 1,500 plants, fewer than 20 of which are endemic. Table Mountain alone has
almost 1,500 speciesin 35 square miles.

Lion[SHead Walk

Afternoon walk up Lions Head - thisis a separate mountain which gives wonderful city, seaand mountain
views. It is an approximately 3.5mile walk up the jeep track and then footpath which winds up the
mountain in a clockwise direction. It is an easy walk with magnificent views of Table Mountain and a
great place to watch the sunset over the Atlantic Ocean.
